Veterinary examinations, inspections and passport controls

These will be carried out in accordance with Veterinary Regulations, Art. 1011, 9 th Edition, 1 st January 2002 and Rules for Jumping Events, on 7 th August 2002 at 4 p.m. and on 8 th August 2002 at 8 a.m. beside the stables.

General regulations, 20 th Edition, revised 1 st January 2000 will apply:

Art. 139.1:

Every horse entered for any competition at CNs and CIMs (see Appendix D) in a foreign country, and all horses entered for CIs, CSIOs, Championships, Regional and Olympic Games, whether at home or in foreign countries, must have an official valid FEI Passport, or a National Passport approved by the FEI, accompanied by a FEI Recognition Card, as a means of identification and to establish ownership.

Art. 139.2:

Horses taking part in CNs and CIMs (see Appendix D) in their own country are not required to have such a passport as is mentioned in paragraph 139.1. All such horses must be properly registered and identifiable by diagram. Unless there is no national requirement for equine influenza vaccination in the host country and in the country of origin, all horses must have a valid vaccination certificate.

Equine Influenza Vaccination, VR Annex VI

All horses and ponies for which an FEI Passport, or a National Passport approved by the FEI has been issued, must have the vaccination section endorsed by a veterinarian, stating that it has received two injections for.primary vaccination against equine influenza, given no less than 21 days and no more than 92 days apart. In addition, a booster injection must be recorded as having been given within each succeeding 12 months, subsequent to the second injection of the primary vaccination. None of these injections must have been given within the preceding 7 days including the day of the competition or of entry into the competition stables.

The above are the minimum requirements for influenza vaccination. Both primary and first and subsequent booster injections should be given according to the manufacturer's instructions which will fall within the stipulation of the FEI ruling. In many cases booster injections are recom-mended/ required by the manufacturers and by National Authorities/ Regulatory Authorities at intervals more frequent than 12 months.

Sampling for prohibited substances, VR Chapter V and VI and Annex III

Regular sampling is carried out in CCI***/****, CSIs (Category A), CIOs, World Cup Qualifiers and Finals, Championships and Games, whereas at other Cis sampling is recommended (Art. VR 1017.4).

Medication control program

Competitors must pay the equivalent of CHF 12.50 per horse per event to the Organising Committee as a contribution towards the costs of the MCP programme.

4. Health Requirements for the Entry of Horses

The regulations for horses importation to Slovakia will be announced to the participating NF after receiving the Entries in Principle. Slovak Eque-strian Federation will inform the Slovak national veterinary and customs authorities at least four weeks prior to the event and will request every facility to assist the movement of horses accompanied by FEI passports and the necessary veterinary certification at frontier crossing points into and out Slovak Republic. (Vet. Regs. Art.1004.2).

5. Customs' Formalities

The OC recommends to use as custom documents for horse transporting exclusively the ATA Carnet..MISCELLANEOUS

1. Complaints (Art. 167, 168, 170, 171)

All complaints to be valid must be made in writing and accompanied by a deposit of 150 CHF or equivalent.

2. Prizes (Art. 128, 129, 130)

One fourth of the riders taking part in the competition will be awarded a prize. The scale of the Prize Money will be established after the deadline of the entries of every competition and will be published in the starting list of the competition. If a rider does not attend the Prize Awarding Ceremony without any previous excuse, he or she looses right to get the prize.

The best home rider will be awarded by the prize of honour.

All prizes will be distributed in free convertible currency (Equivalent of pri-zes in SKK) following the last competition.

3. Doctor, Veterinarian, Farrier

During the whole event the organiser will provide on duty free of charge the necessary medical, veterinary and farrier service.

4. Insurances

All owners and competitors are personally responsible for damages to third persons caused by themselves or their horses. They are therefore required to take our thirdparty insurance providing full coverage for participation in equestrian events at home and abroad, and to keep the policy up to date.

5. Event's Organisation (Art. 115.2)

The Organising Committee reserves the right to modify the schedule in order to clarify any matters or matters arising from an ommission or due to unforeseen circumstances. All modifications made to the schedule after aproval by the National Federation must have the authorisation of the National Federation, all modifications to schedule approved by the FEI must have the approval of the FEI Secretary General.

6. Entry right to showgrounds

The officials, the chefs d'equipe, trainers, riders and two owners per horse have the right to entry the showground.

7. Deductions from prize money

The government taxes by 20% from prize money will be deducted in accordance with the valid regulations, if the whole amount will exceed 5000 SKK.

8. Presentation

The presentation of participants will take place on the 7 th August 2002 till 6.00 p.m. and will be done by the chef d'equipe only.

9. Entries

The Nominates Entries must contain stud book, country of birth, sex and age of horses. The entries for next day's competitions have to be done on official forms by 30 minutes after last competition at the latest.

10. Opening Ceremony

The officials and the chefs d'equipe will meet on 7 th August 2002 at 7,00 p.m.

11. Schooling During Competition

Riders wishing to school during speed competition must inform the organising Committee before this competition begins. These riders will start at the begining of the competition.

13. Code of conduct 
· In all equestrian sports the horse must be considered paramount. 

· The well being of the horse shall be above the demands of breeders, trainers, riders, owners, dealers, organisers, sponsors or officials. 

· All handling and veterinary treatment must ensure the health and welfare of the horse. 

· The highest standards of nutrition, health, sanitation and safety shall be encouraged and maintained at all time. 

· Adequate provision must be made for ventilation, feeding, watering and maintaining a healthy environment when horses are being transported.  

· Emphasis should be placed on increasing education in training and equestrian practices and on promoting scienfitic studies in equine health.  

· In the interests of the horse, the fitness and competence of the rider shall be regarded as essential. 

· All riding and training methods must take account of the horse as a living entity and must not include any technique considered by the FEI to be abusive. 

· National Federations should establish adequate controls in order that all persons and bodies under their jurisdiction respect the welfare of the horse. 

· The national and international Rules and Regulations in equestrian sport regarding the health and welfare of the horse must be adhered to not only during national and international events, but also in training. Competition Rules and Regulations should be continually reviewed to ensure such welfare.
